The PC met as scheduled on 16 February when the main business was to receive
feedback on the results of the Playground & Rec project questionnaire (see
separate article on pages 4 and 5 of this issue), as well as responding to questions
raised by residents about other matters including responsibility for hedges, gritting
of the lanes by Highways, a parked van at the H&C, and the new lighting installed
on the Avenue leading from Froyle Park wedding venue.

Plans are in place to get the zipline up and running again hopefully by Easter.
Grants have been applied for to fund the zipline repair and to obtain dog waste bag
dispensers for the Rec (a high priority item noted on the Rec questionnaire).

The PC was grateful to all residents who submitted incident reports about the
Froyle Road flooding and to our Hampshire County Councillor who ensured that a
high priority was assigned to resolve the problem. We are all pleased to see the
road open again and hope the problem does not recur. As a concerted effort seems
to work to get matters addressed by Highways we should perhaps turn our
attention to reporting the potholes that are starting to plague the village.

The PC is grateful to residents and landowners for maintaining their roadside
hedges. Keeping hedges in good order and especially to ensure that growth does
not create safety or other issues for highway users is the landowner's responsibility.
The bird nesting season will soon be upon us so if your hedge hasn’t had its annual
trim now is the time to do it.

Although this winter has been mild, it is a rare sight to see a gritting lorry in Froyle.
Ryebridge Lane and Froyle Road from Hadwicks Corner towards the A31 are
Priority 2 routes so these do get gritted by Highways if time and resources are
available, but we are otherwise left to our own devices. Hampshire CC have
provided grit bins at various locations around the village for public use to scatter grit
on the road or pavement. The PC will consider ways in which we can all make
better use of the grit in these bins in the future.

Lighting has been installed along the Avenue by the Froyle Park venue to assist its
guests to progress from their cars to the venue entrance safely. Some residents
have raised concerns about the intrusiveness of these lights to EHDC who have
determined that they have a detrimental impact on the character and appearance
of the property and the tranquillity of the area which includes the adjacent war
graves.

As a follow up to the presentation by the A31 Alliance on the proposed housing
developments along the A31, there is an article on page 3 reminding residents how
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to make their voices heard with EHDC if they have not already done so.

Members of the PC met with representatives of NJG to discuss the potential
development of houses on the land to the right of H&C Hill when proceeding out of
the village. In response to the comments received, NJG have agreed to redesign
the two houses on the overflow car park. We also learned that background
assessments were being undertaken to determine whether/how the land down to
the H&C could be developed. The PC will have further meetings with NJG as their
plans get firmed up.

The PC submitted comments on the application to extend the bungalow (Adams
Fields) in Froyle Road, and on the proposed farm shop, greenhouse etc at Aion
Farm on the left of H&C Hill, where there are concerns about piecemeal
development of the site and potential traffic impacts.

The owners of Froyle Estate have contacted the PC proposing a monthly meeting
with them to allow them to work more openly with the community on village projects
and to help develop a closer relationship and understanding of what the Estate was
doing. Footpaths across the estate is a frequent issue raised with the PC so please
contact Phil Roberts (phil.roberts@froyleparishcouncil.org.uk) or any other
member of the PC if you have any matters that you would like raised at these
meetings.

After a very wet winter, many parish footpaths are currently waterlogged and their
surfaces slippery. The steps leading onto Park Lane below Westburn Fields are
eroded by runoff and care should be taken when using them. The PC is
investigating how to minimise this runoff.

The next PC meeting will be held on Monday 9 March @ 19.00 in the Village Hall
and all members of the public are welcome to attend. Any resident can request an
item be included on the agenda by advising the Clerk five days in advance of the
meeting.

A vacancy exists on the PC and interest from any resident to join would be
welcome. Being a Parish Councillor does require some time commitment to attend
monthly Parish Council meetings but otherwise Councillors are encouraged to
focus their time on areas of parish life that they are interested in making a
difference to. If interested, please contact the Clerk or chat to any of the current
councillors to understand more about the role.

Protect Our Village from Massive Housing Plans

Froyle Parish Council and the A31 Alliance would like to remind residents of the
issues surrounding East Hampshire District Council’'s (EHDC) emerging new Local
Plan. New proposals could see up to 12,000 new houses built along the A31
corridor between Bentley and Ropley over the next 18 years, including 153 new
homes in Froyle and 900 in Bentley.

Why Is This Happening?
EHDC is facing doubled housing targets from the government. Because much of

the district is protected or within the South Downs National Park, over 75% of all
new housing is being funnelled into just 30% of the land - primarily along the A31.

The Risks to Our Community:

° Loss of Identity: Urban sprawl and ribbon development threatening the
rural nature of “Jane Austen Country”

° Infrastructure Strain: Massive pressure on already stretched roads,
schools, GP surgeries, and sewage plants.

° Environmental Damage: Risks to local rivers and significant loss of
biodiversity.

° Undemocratic Process: EHDC is moving the emerging Local Plan to

"Regulation 19" stage, meaning it does not have to respond to residents’ feedback
before the draft goes to the Planning Inspectorate for approval.

How You Can Help

We believe these plans are flawed and must be challenged before EHDC is
abolished in 2028. If you haven't already, please take these steps today:

2. Email the Decision Makers: Write to EHDC leaders and our MP to

demand a new "Regulation 18" consultation so residents’ views on these
significantly higher new housing allocations are properly heard.

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Froyle Rec Project

Froyle Parish Council would like to thank everyone who has taken the time to
participate in the questionnaire regarding the Rec proposals as well as those who
have contacted the Parish Council with additional feedback. More than 115
villagers shared their views either on paper or online and the survey provided a
clear snapshot of village sentiment. The Parish Council is very grateful for the time
and thoughtful input residents have given so far.

Who Shared Their Voice?

The feedback largely came from the village's adult residents, with 87% of
respondents aged 35 or older. While the 17% of respondents with mobility needs
broadly aligns with Census data, youth participation was low; only eight under-18s
shared their views, despite there being approximately 140 in the village. The
Parish Council is therefore keen to explore ways to gather more input from these
age groups.

What Matters to Residents?

The Rec is a cornerstone of village life, with 64% of residents visiting at least
weekly. The primary draws are community events like the fete (61.2%) and simply
getting outside to wander (47.4%). However, "unsuitable equipment" and "muddy
access" were cited as the biggest barriers to use.

When it comes to improvements, the community’s "High Priority" list is topped by:
Maintaining a green space large enough for the fete or football.
Replacing the main adventure play climbing unit.
Multiuse games area to encourage physical activity and team sports.
Adding accessible all-weather loop paths and additional seating for
socialising.
While there is strong support for accessibility, residents were clear about wanting
to keep the Rec’s rural character.

Support for fruit trees and improved wildlife areas was not as strong as expected:
the Parish Council has supported Froyle Wildlife in applying for their own grant to
improve wildlife provision on the Rec with bug hotels and additional bird boxes.

Next Steps...

To help address the "youth participation gap," the Council will seek further feedback
from younger residents and plans to hold drop-in sessions at different times,
enabling residents to review emerging options in more detail.

A dedicated Steering Group will be established to review options when both upfront
and maintenance costs are better understood and provide recommendations.
Funding efforts will focus on Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) applications and
local grant fundraising to bring the community-led priorities to life.

The Parish Council will also seek to appoint an independent playground expert to
support the project. As part of this process, bidders will be encouraged, where
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appropriate, to consider suitably qualified local businesses in Froyle for any
subcontracted work.

No final decisions have been made at this stage and further community input will
continue to shape the proposals as they develop.

MARCH
From the Potting Shed

| think for most of us the exceptionally wet winter has
put us behind with all the jobs that should have been
doing in the garden. But not to worry - | am sure we will
catch up as the season progresses.

Having somewhere to start off seedlings indoors is
always helpful and seeds like sweet peas, broad beans, peas, lettuce, as well as
onion sets and chitting potatoes can all be kept in the cool and dry before being
hardened off prior to planting outside. If the soil is too wet then put cloches on the
areas where you want to plant. This will warm up and also dry the soil making it
better for planting.

As soon as you can get onto the garden, borders can now be tidied up of the old
stems, and these stems can be composted. Look out for anything like ladybirds,
lacewings and hoverflies that may be hiding in the stems and let them stay on the
ground to allow them to escape into the new foliage. Mulching will also go on at
this time of the year to hold in as much moisture as possible just in case we have
another dry summer.

Lawns will have taken the brunt of the wet weather and can now be treated with a
bacteria based moss killer such as Mo Bacter which does not require the moss to
be removed once it has died. Bacteria will break down the moss which then feeds
the lawn. Grass seed can be added once the moss has died back.

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March - ‘In like a lion out like a lamb’

A 17th-century proverb predicting March weather: starting with stormy,
winter-like conditions and ending with calm, mild, spring-like weather.

Three favourite species of farmland ground nesting birds which | look forward to
seeing on walks around Froyle in March are Skylark, Lapwing and Yellowhammer.

Skylark - Males seemingly deliver their liquid nonstop song with effortless ease
whilst hovering, sometimes so high up they are hard to spot. On the ground these
brown birds are equally hard to see. Their diet consists of invertebrates, weed
seeds and leaves and grain.

Lapwing - also known as Peewits, due to their call, appear black and white in flight,
but their backs take on an iridescent greeny purple in sunlight; hence Green Plover
is yet another name for them. Males perform spectacular diving, tumbling and
swooping aerial displays in the spring. One pair is able to raise one brood of up to
4 chicks a year. The chicks can walk and feed themselves within hours of hatching;
the parent birds, ever vigilant, will mob predators but this isn’t guaranteed to keep
them away. Lapwings prefer damp fields to breed on with ruts or depressions
holding water. They feed on invertebrates in or on the ground.

Yellowhammer - males are easily recognised and their ‘Little bit of bread and no
cheese’ song sung from hedgerows is a giveaway. They prefer to nest on the
ground under or low down in thick hedgerows adjacent to damp/watery ditches.
Mainly seed eaters, these birds can be found in winter stubbles, wild bird cover and
anywhere with spilt grain. Chicks of this species must have a good supply of insect
food and adults also benefit from this additional fare during the breeding season.
Wide native grass and wildflower margins can provide this.

Skylark, Lapwing and Yellowhammer are included on the UK ‘Red List’ for birds,
meaning they are in need of urgent conservation action having suffered major
population declines. 70 species - one in four of UK birds - are now on the Red List
of conservation concern.

Many birds will begin nesting in March. However Long-tailed Tits will have started
nest construction in February; this is because it takes so long to create their cosy,
stretchy, feather lined nests. They are made from moss, hair and cobwebs and
then covered with lichens for camouflage. Other early nesters include Rook, Heron
and Raven.

Ground nesting birds are vulnerable during the breeding season of March to August
to natural predators - raptors, foxes, badgers etc. Our best beloved canine friends
still harbour primeval instincts and like nothing better than to rummage along
hedgerows. So disturbance from dogs that are not on a lead could result in birds
failing to nest.

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WWW.FROYLE.COM: CALLING ALL HISTORY LOVERS

Many thanks to all those who responded to the articles in the February Magazine
concerning the future of the www.froyle.com website and the possibility of setting
up a Froyle History Group to carry on the research of Annette and Chris Booth.
There is still plenty to discover. It's been suggested that such a group could also
arrange a series of talks by local historians in much the same way that the
Gardening Club and Froyle Wildlife do.

| have been in touch with Hampshire Record Office in Winchester where they
already have a lot of material about Froyle. They are happy to help us by looking
after any original paper documents and archiving the website. With over 1,500
pages, www.froyle.com really is well worth investigating.

From the 1840s to the present time, every ten years a census has been held
recording the details of everybody present in every dwelling in the country on a
particular night. They are a wonderful source of historical information.

www.froyle.com has all the census records for Froyle for the following years: 1841,
1851, 1861, 1871, 1891, 1901 and 1911. To read them, you don’t have to struggle
with the enumerator’'s handwriting because most of the information has been
transcribed by the Booths and entered into a spreadsheet. If you live in a house
that is old enough you can discover who lived there in the past, how old they were,
where they were born and sometimes what job they did. A surprising number of
people appear to have lived their whole lives in Froyle.

In the 19" century very few village houses had a name or a number as they do
today. So working out which house is which is quite a challenge. The Booths have
done their best to identify individual properties and the 1845 Tithe Map on display
in the Village Hall can sometimes assist.

One house that is clearly identified is Froyle Place now known as Froyle Park. This

dates back to around 1620 and probably much further. In 1782 it was bought by
the Miller family who for 160 years became the Lords of the Manor.

The enumerator calls Froyle Place in the 18" century

The 1851 census tells us that the head of the family is Sir Thomas Combe Miller
aged 72, described as a ‘Landed Proprietor’. He is also the Vicar but has a curate
to do the work. His rather younger wife is Martha who comes from Norfolk.They
have three daughters and a son, all born in Froyle,
aged from 24 to 9. They have plenty of live-in staff to
look after them including a cook/housekeeper and a
nurse, six maids (the youngest of whom is 13 year
old Sarah Walker who works in the scullery), two
footmen and a gardener. No doubt many more
servants and estate workers lived elsewhere in the
village.

Ten years later at the time of the next census in 1861
not all that much has changed. Sir Thomas now 82
is listed as owning 1,028 acres and employing 44
men and 8 boys. His son is an undergraduate at
Oxford and his three daughters are still living at
home, it would appear unmarried. Of course, the
census only recorded those present on the night of
the census. Missing from the record are another 6
older children. They had big families then.

In 1864 old Sir Thomas died and his eldest son and heir Charles shortly after.
Froyle’s new Lord of the Manor was now another nine-year-old boy. Sir Hubert
Miller never lived at Froyle Place. Too expensive to run, he once commented.
When he wasn’t in Venice adding to his collection of clerical vestments and statues
of the saints, he preferred Shrubbery House opposite the Hen and Chicken.
Thereafter Froyle Place was let to a variety of tenants, one of whom in the 1920s
arranged the purchase of the recreation ground for the village. During the first
World War Froyle Place was used as a military hospital and www.froyle.com has
photos of the wounded soldiers and their nurses.
After the death of Sir Hubert in the 1940s, the house and parkland were bought by
Lord Mayor Treloar’s as a school for physically disabled boys and then in 2012
Treloars moved out to Holybourne and Froyle Place became a wedding and events
venue. The plans for the new development and much else besides are all there for
you to explore on .

This is a recipe given us by friends 40 years ago but still very tasty today.

Ingredients to serve 4 people:
4509 cooked peeled prawns

3 tbsp oil

2 medium onions, finely chopped
400g tin chopped tomatoes

Y2 level tsp chilli powder

Y2 level tsp turmeric

1 level tsp ground coriander

1 level tsp brown sugar

4 cloves

2 inch piece of cinnamon stick

2 tsp grated fresh root ginger

3 bayleaves

5 cm creamed coconut bar - crumbled
Salt

Method: heat oil in a heavy pan and gently fry onions until golden brown. Add all
the spices, sugar, bay leaves and seasoning. Mix everything together for a minute
or two then add tomatoes, bring to boil and simmer for about 10 minutes. This part
can be done in advance.

When you are ready to eat add the crumbled coconut and prawns to the simmering
sauce. Return to simmer and make sure the curry is really hot before you eat. This
is best served with rice.
